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· Organise students into teams of two!
· Introduce the challenge by reading the heading. Ask some questions to the children to help them become familiar with the topic at hand!
· If possible relate the topic to a feature/item/scenario that they are familiar with- this can be great fun for you and the children!
· Handout the challenge sheet to each team. Ask the students to keep the pencils on the desk until each team has a challenge sheet.

· Read out the elements that each structure must have. Explain each element and ask if anyone has a question. Although it is not necessary, it can help to place these elements on a whiteboard or flip chart.

· Give each team a challenge sheet and allow them about 10-15 minutes to draw their designs (while they are doing this, try to write the most important points that they should remember on the board. These are on the challenge sheets). Encourage them to think about the pieces they will have and to include each element that you are required
· Handout the kits and give the kids 45 minutes to 1 hour to build their designs. If students ask for help, try and encourage them to ‘think like an engineer’ to solve the problem and to work together to come up with the solution!
· Remind the children intermittently of the time e.g. ‘You have 30 mins left or you have 15 mins’ etc. By doing this you can also add to the excitement of completing the challenge for those involved.
· The judging sheet, which is also available on the website can be used as a guideline to determine who the winning team will be.
· Choose the 1st, 2nd, 3rd place teams and try to give reason why these teams were chosen – requirements were included, good teamwork, imaginative, etc.) 
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At the end, the host organiser can then present each student with an Engineered! A Week of Wonder Certificate, which is also downloadable from the website and encourage the students to enter the draw to win the am a zing trip to the overall Engineers Week prize!
